· Surrealism:  

· started in 20s and between WWI and II; disillusionment with reason; influence of Freud; 

· real genius = tapping the subconscious; 

· what artists and writers did with this knowledge;

· values randomness, imaginative leaps, surprise, radical juxtaposition; intuitive insights; nonsensical sense

Surrealism assignment: turn object poem from Tues. into a surreal poem (or just write a fresh surreal poem).  Look at Neruda, Bishop, Simic, Edson, Merwin.  DO ON OWN TIME.  SURREALISM PRIZE FOR BEST.
